COMMUNITY COLLEGE STUDENTS TO PARTICIPATE IN FAMILY LTERACY DAY

Pigs will be coming to POP-UP programs this winter - a dozen handmade pigs - all suitably dressed to enhance enjoyment of the children's classic, "The Wonderful Pigs of Jillian Jiggs."  POP-UP (Preschool Outreach Program Utilizing Play) programs are offered in communities across Cumberland County by Maggie's Place Family Resource Centre. Students in the NSCC- Early Childhood Education program will engage POP-UP participants in reading activities using a storysack containing the Jillian Jiggs book and dapper pigs depicting characters in the book.
